Q:  When is the outdoor soccer season?  A: Youth soccer, U-11 through U-14 is played in fall and spring, approximately eight games each, four at home and four out of town.  High School students play opposite the WIAA soccer season.  Practice times and tournaments vary by team and age.  Each age level will provide a detailed schedule of what the soccer year will entail at tryouts.





Q:  How are coaches selected?  A:  The GSC board selects coaches based on meeting WSYA coaching license requirements and minimum soccer coaching experience.  Additional factors are involved for both paid coaches and volunteer parent coaches.  Coaches are expected to follow a GSC code of conduct.

Germantown Soccer Club (GSC) is a nonprofit volunteer organization serving select and recreational youth soccer players of all ages.

This affiliation provides us access to soccer related resources such as top coaches, turf fields, indoor facilities, and special deals with the Milwaukee Wave professional indoor soccer team to add to our abundance of premier soccer fields, right here in Germantown.





Players in GSC come from many surrounding areas such as Northwest Milwaukee, Ozaukee, Washington, and Waukesha counties.





GSC select teams play in the most competitive state leagues at the division appropriate for each team’s experience.  All GSC teams also participate in assorted soccer tournaments throughout Wisconsin.  


Because of the large numbers of members in our soccer club, we are typically able to find a team that matches any player’s skill level, financial situation, or commitment.

Questions & Answers





Q:  What is “Select” soccer?  A:  Select level teams are formed through tryouts.  Teams are formed based on skills and physical abilities and scheduled to play against other teams in the state of similar caliber.


 Q:  When/where are tryouts held?  A:  Tryouts are held at Friedenfeld Park in Germantown.  Please visit www.germantownsoccer.org for the specific tryout dates and times for your age and gender.


Q:  What is the cost?  A:  The initial costs are approximately $300.00  for returning players with uniforms, $500 for new players (costs vary by team).    Each age level will have a breakdown of costs available at tryouts.





Q:  How are players evaluated at tryouts?  A:  Players participate in a series of drills to highlight their individual physical and soccer skills.  Scrimmages are held to show their abilities in game situations.  All players wear a numbered tag to identify them and their skills are recorded for that player by number not by name.





Q:  How are players selected and teams formed?  A:  Players are evaluated on the basis of performance at tryouts.  Teams are formed based on these evaluations combined with other factors like soccer specialties and number of kids at tryouts.





Q:  Who evaluates the players?  A:  Existing coaches, potential coaches, board members, and other experienced soccer people give their time to evaluate players.
